Workers who are not claiming children/relatives must be between the ages of 25 and 64 (at least one spouse must meet the age rule), not be the dependent or qualifying child of another person and must have lived in the United States more than half of the year to be eligible for the EITC.

To be a qualifying child for the EITC:
· The child can be your son, daughter, adopted child, stepchild, foster child or grandchild; your brother, sister, half-brother or half-sister, stepbrother or stepsister; or niece or nephew.
· The child must be under 19 at the end of the year and younger than you or your spouse if you're filing jointly, OR the child must be under 24 and a full-time student for at least 5 months of the year and younger than you or your spouse if you're filing jointly OR any age and permanently and totally disabled at any time during the year.
· The child must have lived with you or your spouse in the same home in the United States for more than half the year.  If the child can file a joint return with another person (for example, their husband or wife), you may not be able to claim them
Investment income for the year:  $11,600 or less
